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#11 - The Design of the Solar System
Psalm 19:1-11

Journal Review: Ask students to share an important truth that they learned from their
journal readings at home that week. Share some of your own insights.

* Previous Lesson Review: (Use the visual from the last lesson to aid in review)
For what purposes did God make the lights in the sky? What makes a day? Why is 24
hours a good length of time for a day? What makes a year? Why is a year a good
length of time? How many stars are there? What does God know about each star?

* The Big Question Review: What do the stars tell us about God?
Let the students give their answers to the question.

e Bible Verse Review: Isaiah 40:26
There is nothing God doesn’t know or can’t do.

(Lift your eyes and look to the heavens: Who created all these? He who brings out the
starry host one by one, and calls them each by name.) Because of his great power and
mighty strength, not one of them is missing.
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Note: The Bible verses included in the lesson are from the NIV 1984 edition. The wording of
the questions is derived from that version. If another version of the Bible is used, questions
may need to be adapted.

Romans 1: 20, says that men are without excuse when they deny God. For since the
creation of the world God's invisible qualities--his eternal power and divine nature--have
been clearly seen, being understood from what has been made, so that men are without
excuse.

Why are people without excuse when they deny God? The power and majesty of who God
is can be seen through what he has made.

Psalm 19:1-6 has this to say about the heavens:

"The heavens declare the glory of God; the skies proclaim the work of his hands.?Day after
day they pour forth speech, night after night they display knowledge. *There is no speech or
language where their voice is not heard. “Their voice goes out into all the earth, their words
fo the ends of the world. In the heavens he has pitched a tent for the sun, *which is like a
bridegroom coming forth from his pavilion, like a champion rejoicing fo run his course. It
rises at one end of the heavens and makes its circuit to the other; nothing is hidden from its
heat.

What does the passage say about the heavens and skies? The heaven and skies declare
the glory of God and the work of his hands to everyone on earth. If that is frue, then we
need to examine what the sun and the stars have to say o us.

What is the sun? The sun is a medium sized star that is yellow in color and produces a lot of
energy mostly through the burning of gases. The sun is the center of our solar system. It is
the source of light and heat for the earth.

How hot is the sun? The surface temperature of the sun is about 6,000 degrees Celsius.
Water boils at 100 degrees C so you know that 6,000 degrees is very hot. Inside the sun it is
even hotter, around 15 million degrees Celsius. If a pin were that hot the heat from it would
kil someone who was standing ninety miles away.

What else is there in our solar system besides the sun? Besides the sun, the solar system is
made up of eight planets, some with moons orbifing them. (picture 11-1)

Just to state the facts isn’t enough; we need to think about the sun and planets more
deeply and reflect on how their existence speaks of God’s eternal power and divine
nature.

How big is the sun? (picture 11-2) The sun is huge. Over one million earths could fit info the
space it takes up. (Explain the diagram.) All things are made up of matter and have mass.
Ninety-nine percent of the mass (amount of matter) in the solar system is in the sun. Any-
thing that has mass is subject to the law of gravity. The sun and all the planets are subject to
gravity.

What is gravity? Gravity is the force of attraction that exists between all objects as a result
of their mass. We stay put on the earth and don’t float around in space because of the
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earth’s gravitational pull.

What is the effect of the pull of the sun’s gravity on the earth and planets? The massive size
of the sun causes it to exert a strong gravitational pull on the earth and the other planets. It
is that gravitational pull that keeps them orbiting around the sun. Without the creation of
the sun, there would be no solar system and earth would have been just a huge, frozen
meteor spinning through space, unable to support life.

What is a solar system? A solar system is made up of a star or stars and the planets and
objects orbiting them. Our solar system is unique in that it only has one star, the sun. Most
solar systems have two or more stars.

What would happen to our solar system if there were another star? If there were another
star besides the sun in our solar system, it would also exert gravitational pull on the planets
that would throw off their orbits around the sun. For the earth that would mean that its
orbit, instead of being circular would be irregular; at times it would be closer to the sun and
at other fimes farther away from it.

What would happen to the earth if its orbit were irregular? Everything on the earth would
burn up if earth got any closer to the sun and everything would freeze if it were farther
away. We know that God designed the earth as a place for people to live and it is a per-
fect distance from the sun to support life. If earth’s distance from the sun varied even a
little, the environment would change and life on earth would cease to exist.

What is different about our sun from other stars? Rememibber the sun is actually a star made
up of burning gas. Most stars are considered unstable because their energy output varies.
Sometimes they produce more energy and are hotter and other times they produce less
energy and are cooler. Our sun is unique in that it is a very stable star with a constant
energy output, which only varies less that a few tenths of one percent. Considering the
immense size of the sun, that is a very small fraction.

What would happen if the energy output of the sun varied? If the energy output of the sun
were unstable that would mean that sometimes it would be too hot on earth and at other
times it would be too cold. God uniquely designed the sun to be a stable source of energy
for the earth. The sun provides the right amount of heat the earth needs to support life.

The existence of other planets in the solar system also speaks of the glory of God. The plan-
ets in the solar system help to stabilize the distance of the earth from the sun. Our solar
system is made up of four inner and four outer planets.

What are the four inner planets? The four inner planets are Mercury, Venus, Earth, and Mars.
They are called terrestrial planets. Terrestrial comes from the Latin word “terra” which
means earth. The terrestrial planets are small and earth-like with rocky surfaces.

What are the outer planets? The four outer planets are Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus, and Nep-
tune. (Pluto is no longer considered a planet.) They are called Jovian planets, as they are
Jupiter-like. Jovian is another name for the god Jupiter, after which the planet was named.
These planets have atmospheres thousands of miles thick, made up of poisonous gases.
Because we can’t see through the gases there is no way to know what the cores of these
planets are like.
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Jupiter is huge and has over three hundred fimes as much mass as the earth. What does
that mean in terms of its gravitational pull? Its gravitational pull would be huge because of
its size. Because of its gravitational pull, it has been described as a cosmic vacuum cleaner,
sucking in meteoroids that might otherwise enter the area of the inner planets and possibly
crash onto the earth. God designed the solar system so earth would have a stable and
secure place within it.

Besides saying that the heavens declare the glory of God, Psalm 19 also speaks of God’s

word:
‘The law of the LORD is perfect, reviving the soul. The statutes of the LORD are frust
worthy, making wise the simple. éThe precepts of the LORD are right, giving joy to the
heart. The commands of the LORD are radiant, giving light to the eyes. °The fear of
the LORD is pure, enduring forever. The ordinances of the LORD are sure and alto
gether righteous. '°They are more precious than gold, than much pure gold, they are
sweeter than honey, than honey from the comb. "By them is your servant warned, in
keeping them there is great reward.

What do these verses say the word of God does for us? God’s word brings new life to the
soul. It also makes a person wise, fills him with joy, leads him down a right path, and pro-
tects him from danger.

If God’s word does these things for us, what would be the smart thing for us to do? Since
God’s word is the source of what is right and true and provides blessing, protection and
guidance, we will do well if we study it and make it part of us.

How do we make God'’s word part of us? When we take in God’s word through studying
the Bible on a daily basis and thinking about it throughout the day, it becomes part of us.
God’s Spirit makes it real to our lives and we experience its benefit. We need to seek to
know God through both the study of his creation and his word.

Jesus said that the heavens and earth will pass away but God’s word will last forever. God’s
wisdom existed before creation and it will continue to exist even when everything else
disappears. Why is that? God is eternal and so his word is eternal. He will always exist and
his word therefore will always exist too.

e Overview Questions: What is unique about the sun compared to other stars? What does that
mean for the earth? What do the other planets do for the earth? How do the heavens declare
the glory of God? How does what they have to say extend to the ends of the earth? What does
God’s word do for us?

* Thought Questions: When God established the earth what were the plans he had for it? What is
the role of the sun in fulfilling those plans?

* Prayer: Thank God for creating a place for people to dwell. Thank him that you have been
granted life and an opportunity fo know him. Pray that you would learn to praise and honor God
as he deserves and receive from his word the joy, insight and protection God wants to give you.
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* The Big Question: Why can all people know God through his creation?
Let the students give their answers to the question. Share the memory verse. Ask how it answers

the question.

* Memory Verse: Psalm 19:1-3 The heavens declare the glory of God to everyone on earth.

'The heavens declare the glory of God, the skies proclaim the work of his hands.
2Day after day they pour forth speech, night after night they display knowledge.
3There is no speech or language where their voice is not heard.

Any age appropriate activity can be included which fits info the class time. The activities
with a star are included on the class notes.

% Lesson Notes: Ask the students to summarize in one sentence what the lesson was about.
Then have them give three main poinfs covered in the lesson. An example is below.

Theme: The heavens declare the glory of God.

1. The earth is the perfect distance from the sun to support life.

2. The gravitational pull of the sun keeps the earth and the other planets circling around it.
3. The sun is stable and produces the right amount of heat for life to exist on the earth.

% Memory Verse: Read the memory verse on the cover of the class notes and then have
the students fill in the blanks in the verse.

« Further Understanding: Investigation/Reasoning Skills

The Big Bang Theory
Astronomers, the people who study the heavens, agree that the universe had a
beginning, the universe hasn’t always existed.

According to the Bible what was the beginning of the universe? According to the Bible,
in the beginning God had a plan and then he spoke all things into existence. This is
called creation and means that the universe and all physical things had a beginning
and supernatural cause - God. God is of a different nature that his creation which is
why he was able o bring all things info existence.

How do those who don’t believe in God explain the beginning of the universe? Those
who believe in evolufion have to explain the origin of the universe by natural, rather
than supernatural, causes. The current theory is called “the big bang.”

What is the Big Bang Theory? The Big Bang Theory is the belief that about 15 billion years
ago all the material that makes up all the objects in the universe was packed intfo one
incredibly hot, dense mass. Somehow, there was a massive cosmic explosion that
spewed matter out info space. That matter slowly, over billions of years, condensed info
stars and planets and organized itself into galaxies and solar systems.

What are some gquestions you would have about the validity of the Big Bang Theory?
Let the children come up with questions. Some questions to consider about the Big Bang
Theory are below. The list of questions could go on and on.

Where did the matter that exploded come from in the first place?

How did atoms and molecules form?

What would have caused the matter to explode?

How does an explosion create order?

If everything came from the same matter, why are the planets in our solar system
made up of different substances and why are they different from the sun?

* How would galaxies and solar systems order themselves?

* How could complex life, like that which exists in the cell, come out of nothing?

* Why is earth the only planet capable of supporting life?

What do you personally have to decide about the beginning of the universe? You have
to determine for yourself what you think is the most reasonable explanation for the order,
complexity, intricacy and majesty of the earth, solar system, and universe. Are they the
result of a random explosion or do they reflect order and design that must have their
genesis (origin) in the mind of an intelligent designer who is capable of bringing them
info existence?

Why is what you decide about the beginning of the universe important? What you
believe about creation will influence your worldview, how you look at everything in life.
If you believe God exists then you will view the world and act differently than if you
don’t think God is real. It will influence other beliefs and the direction of your life.

How are people who believe in creation often portrayed? Currently, the media ridicules
people as foolish and ignorant who believe in God as the creator. However, af some
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point in time people will look back and consider evolution a foolish and ignorant belief
because it doesn’t fit reality (the way things really are). There is just too much evidence
of intelligent design.

In Colossians 2:8 the Bible says, See to it that no one takes you capftive through hollow
and deceptive philosophy, which depends on human fradition and the basic principles
of this world rather than on Christ,

What does it mean that the world’s ideas are hollow and deceptive? Hollow means that
they are empty and useless. Deceptive means that they aren’t what they appear to be.
They attempt to explain reality but they aren’t true and therefore will lead people astray.

What are your two choices of what to believe? You have to decide if you will stand on
the side of God'’s truth against the ideas of the world or if you will fake on the world’s
ideas in order to be accepted by other people.

What do you need 1o think about in making your decision about what 1o believe? In
considering your decision, rememiber that you are an eternal being and what you
decide 1o believe and follow will affect not only your life on earth but also your eternal
destiny.

What happens when people reject God as the creator? The rejection of God as creator
causes people to also reject God’s truth. When people reject God and his truth, they
follow their own foolish ideas, which put them on a purposeless and destructive path.
They will be separated from God both in this life and in death.

Open your eyes, examine the world, and determine what you think is the most
reasonable explanation for the existence of the universe: God or no God.

The journal is passed out at the end of class for the students to complete at home. It has six
readings that answer a digging deeper question. It would be beneficial for the teacher to
work through the journal readings also.

Digging Deeper: What can we know about God?

Reading 1: Psalm 84:8-12 We can trust in God’s goodness.
Where should we want to dwell? Why is it better to be in God’s house than dwell with the wicked?
What should we rejoice in?

Reading 2: Psalm 57:1-11 God is loving and faithful.
What does God do for those who cry out to him? What does that mean? What should we
rejoice in?

Reading 3: Psalm 89:11-18 God is righteous and just.

What does it mean to acclaim God? What does it mean to walk in God’s light? What is the result
of acclaiming God and walking in his light? Why should we rejoice in the name of God?
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Reading 4: Psalm 118:17-29 God opens the way to salvation.
What does it mean that God chastens us severely? Why is that a good thing? What should we
rejoice in?

Reading 5: Psalm 111:1-10 God’s deeds are glorious and majestic.
What does it mean to extol the Lord? Why should we extol the Lord? What are the glorious and
majestic deeds of the Lord? What does the fear of the Lord do for a person?

Reading 6: Job 19:23-27 Asking Questions and Finding Answers

Reflection: Contemplating the sun, moon and stars gives rise to lots of questions. It is good to ask
questions because doing so causes us to search for answers and in the process gain more
understanding of God and his creation. However, much of creation and the universe is beyond
our ability to understand. We may not learn the answers to most of our questions unftil we are with
God for all eternity. Once we dwell with God, we will understand everything and recognize fully
who he is and what he has done. That knowledge will so overwhelm us that we will never stop
praising and worshipping him. We will rejoice in the light of Christ’s glory. Like the creatures in
heaven described in Revelation 4:11 we will bow before Christ and say: "You are worthy, our Lord
and God, to receive glory and honor and power, for you created all things, and by your will they
were created and have their being."
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
